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New religious movements and its role in the contemporary society's life are discussed in the paper. Present-day turning period from the modern to postmodern societal values is to be characterized with regards to a specter of new religious movements and confessions apparition and their contemporary evolvement. Fenomena recked of are in the focus of our research attention.
These ones considered in the paper are certainly to influence our life, i.e. the lifestyle and, particularly, youth sub-culture of a society we live in. In this case of so-called “religious multiculturalism”, to bring us speadly information about some global confessions being popular or greatly evolving throughout a world, one needs urgently working out and implementing prospective strategy and tactics to withstand up-growing moral preasure, often to be pejorative or preconceived, on his or her individual way of thinking.
Everyone ideally should have a need in the formation of an optimally-tolerant variant of socio-cultural comprehensive or higher education, particularly of ethnocultural, ethnoconfessional and civilizational academic orientation. At the same time,  attention is to be given to national politics (touching upon the Kazakhstan one or, may be, the Tatarstan, Russian Federation, multi-religious policy in the present case), aimed at reviving the national values ​​[1] in the extent appropriate for this or that peculiar society. A friendly interactions’ framework with regards to various religions’ and faith-based influences, philosopical thoughtways’ and confessional flows’ connexions of post-Soviet period is required.
Substantial factor of social peace formation is the corresponding level of public consciousness’ correction towards generation of optimal direction of communicative tolerance, ethno-cultural and inter-confessional political correctness, and religious tolerance in society.
The trend mentioned, of course, does not mean that all the religions, confessions, beliefs, and religious and philosophical worldviews, mutually related deductions must merge into, melt, and probably disappear in a unified and uniform “vein”, the so-called "Intercultural Tolerance"…Just on the contrary, a consistent approach presupposes the formation of a constructive union of the religions and confessions, groups of influence, cultural and civilizational stratifications and, may be, “world outlook formations” into a coherent, arranged and integrated systems’ cells of society, in which people would have worked like bees (productively, structurally, actively), and to be engaged in the activities different from a kind of self-renunciation, in a vain trying struggle and unfounded, unjustified attempts to stratify or differentiate people, depending on the believer's ethnic group, nation, state, political preferences of theirs government leaders and other unreasonable criteria.

Such a policy, namely “politics of unity and solidarity”, should, in our view, be the political leadership’s motto of the States concerned in the reconciled Intercultural Dialogue. “However, pluralism, tolerance and broadmindedness may not be sufficient: a pro-active, a structured and widely shared effort in managing cultural diversity is needed. Intercultural dialogue is a major tool to achieve this aim, without which it will be difficult to safeguard the freedom and well-being of everyone living on our continent” [2]. In addition, very interesting view, in my opinion, was represented on Baku Forum: “Dialogue can succeed in making neighbourhoods vibrant and attractive places where they represent a ‘commons’ that all can share, rather than ghettoised spaces colonised by particular ‘communities’” [3].

Ethno-cultural and Inter-religious policy in promoting the integration of the different background’s peoples is represented by various directions in the current period of its development. “Understanding that education can be a key change agent and one of the main instruments through which a diverse society can address inter-group relations” [4, p. 3] is very important contemporary societies. We deem it is necessary to evolve and individually adapt appropriate tolerate educational work (creation of training courses on the subject like "Dialogue of culture" [5], etc.), scientific and educational researches in this field or practical activity. The constructive results to be obtained (advance of educational curricula and instruction materials, training of qualified personnel in a given and related sectors, training faculty members and teaching staff, modifying educational programs, taking into account relevant requirements and demands of upgrading and ethno-cultural policies on the basis of the scientific and practical research and development, etc.) should be embodied, in order to meet demand on the search of ideal tolerate approach, in educational framework of contemporary societies’ formation. In this case, Valeriy Korepanov guesses a certain kind of synthesis considering practically friutful religious and philosophical views is relevant.
In our own opinion (see please a list of key papers under Korepanovs’ Science School), it is necessary to boost creative development of constructive philosophical positions of humanism (known under the Latin motto: "Humanus Vivus"), libertariazm (in conjunction with the policy of the optimal level of economic liberalism and ideological tolerance, personal creativity), soleazm [it. Sole - Sun]), amoreasm (love for the world [um. Amore - love]) and the cosmopolitanism up to generation their own worldview fundamentals: attitudes, entitled "kosmolibertariansky soleazm", as well as "amoriansky humanism”.
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Appendix
Intercultural Tolerance in multi-ethnic states, of course, takes place [6] and, meanwhile, has its own semantic margins applicable to thought, thinking and, primarily, to interpersonal discourse and individual&groups’ behaviour. 
"Integration mechanism for the formation of a new culture of the 21st century” is considered to be necessary to determine the margins and boundaries of Intercultural Tolerance [7]. Accordingly, “social studies educators are regularly faced with the challenge of supporting diversity, creating a unified national community, and promoting global perspectives through education” [8].
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
