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New philosophical movements and its role in the contemporary society's life are discussed in the paper. Present-day turning period from the traditional or modern towards postmodern societal values is to be characterized with regards to a specter of new philosophical movements and religious confessions apparition and their contemporary evolvement. Phenomena, notions and perceptions proposed in the framework of Cosmopolitanism are in the focus of our research attention.
These ones considered in the paper are certainly to influence our life, i.e. the lifestyle and, particularly, youth sub-culture of a society we live in. Economy, Arts, Creativity are in the focus of our attention. That’s why, they should be peer reviewed. In this case of so-called “religious & philosophical multiculturalism”, to spread like a shot, information about some global confessions being popular or greatly evolving throughout a world, one needs urgently working out and implementing prospective strategy and tactics to withstand up-growing moral preasure, often to be pejorative or preconceived, on his or her individual way of thinking.
A consistent approach to Intercultural Tolerance presupposes the formation of a constructive union of the religions, confessions and groups of influence, cultural and civilizational stratifications, etc. Here we urge the research should be carried out carefully in order to reconcile different, often alternative, viewpoints.
On one side, such a policy, namely “politics of unity and solidarity”, should, in our view, be the political leadership’s motto of the States making Intercultural Dialogue. On the other side, in business and economy, such a union of people (groups, enterprises or companies, etc.) working together in a creative, innovative, and productive manner, more precisely – working synergistically, - may be a synergetic formation (human synergism).
In our own opinion (see please a list of key papers under Korepanovs’ Science School in the Supplement), persuing the objective of integration of the different background’s peoples, it is necessary to boost creative development of constructive philosophical positions of humanism (known under the Latin motto: "Humanus Vivus"), libertarianism (libertariasm) (in conjunction with global policy of the optimal level of economic liberalism and ideological tolerance, personal creativity), soleasm [it. Sole - Sun]), amoreasm (love for the world [it.  Amore - love]) and, of course, the cosmopolitanism, up to generation of new worldview fundamentals: attitudes, entitled "cosmo-libertariative soleasm", as well as "amorian humanism”, or just more simply, “synthetic soleasm”.    
In this aspect, I would like to introduce a concept of “Soleare Amoriasm’, I’ve been engaged in. So, I try hard to work out my own understanding of the phenomena recked of, and I analyze it in the context of Humanism and Intercultural Tolerance, taking into consideration the conception of Synergism. 
The concepts of synergy and synergism are often confused. Following the valuable interpretation given by Dr. Oleg Agapov, a synergy (synergia) [Greek word ‘syn-ergos’, συνεργός, meaning "working together"] marks a connection of human and divine energies towards man's ascent to its booked arrival, the embodiment of God, where divine energy is a gift, to be treated carefully with. Per contra, synergism is a quality of system which indispensably has an emergetive (emergent) effect. By the time, we strongly stress the aspect of “human synergism” through the discourse about our everyday behaviour and social activities. 
"Thus, the synergetic and synergistic approaches embody the intentions of various types of world view. In the first case, it is a religious and philosophical one, in the second, - scientific and positivist” (O. Agapov) [10].
According to Dr. Oleg Agapov: "I think we now need to develop both synergistic [relating to the theological doctrine of synergism in Christianity– Note by Valeriy Korepanov] and synergetic [synergic, relating to synergy, namely to a synergetic effect] branches, because in their mutual repulsion and complementarities only, we could build a horizon of our thinking, allowing us to comprehend modernity as a cosmological and a humanistic-oriented perspective [Note by Valeriy Korepanov]” [10].          
Our first, really fundamental, emerging projects are for music. Invaluable experience of jazz-professional we’ve got acquainted with, young energy and a great desire to create something really fascinating in Music Management, Arts Marketing and other Modern Humanitarian Sciences will help us reinforce the economy of design, a field of various performances and, of course, cultural life.

The present-day transformation process of Modern sub-culture into Post-modern one imposes new requirements for current approaches and techniques to be applicable to music industries, particularly, for “Funk-Jam” ones, and to performance arts in a whole. Music (concerts, CDs, tapes, digitalized music and others) along with so-called “performing arts” (theatre, dance, opera, puppetry, circus) [Note: Italicized by the author for my classification purposes] are going to have been introduced, in our view, as a new Arts Synergy, playing, first of all, its social & cultural functions. Adding to these ones a new academic & cultural function, being complementary and at the same time considerable/significant, brings a lot to the integral progress of the Arts & Sciences Synergy, their so-called “cultural symbiosis” (“co-life” & co-existence and across-the-board mutual self-organization), in all sectors of the industries reckoned with. That’s why, we consider a symbiotic role of this “cultural triangulation”: music+ performing arts+ academic potential (i.e. R&D, S&D activities, both fundamental and applied, their implementation in scientific & production clusters’ establishment, joint venture foundation, as well as business incubators’ and start-up creation, involving music, particularly “Funk-Jam”-industries).

The scope of creative industries “is a vast field dealing with the interplay of various sub-sectors from traditional art crafts to technology-oriented multi-media services”. Development dimensions of the 

Creative Economy (including development prospects for the investments in “Funk-Jam”-industries) are broad-extended, i.e., among others, cross-cutting, multi-dimensional and omni-present.     
Intercultural Tolerance into multi-ethnic states, of course, takes place [6] and, meanwhile, in the framework of multiculturalism has its own semantic margins applicable to thought, thinking and, primarily, to interpersonal discourse and individual & groups’ behaviour. 
"Integration mechanism for the formation of a new culture of the 21st century” is considered to be necessary to determine the margins and boundaries of Intercultural Tolerance [7]. Accordingly, “social studies educators are regularly faced with the challenge of supporting diversity, creating a unified national community, and promoting global perspectives through education” [8].
We deem it is necessary to evolve and individually adapt appropriate tolerate educational work (creation of training courses on the subject like "Dialogue of cultures" [5], etc.), scientific and educational researches in this field or practical activity. The constructive results to be obtained (advance of educational curricula and instruction materials, training of qualified personnel in a given and related sectors, training faculty members and teaching staff, modifying educational programs, taking into account relevant requirements and demands of upgrading and ethno-cultural policies on the basis of the scientific and practical research and development, etc.) should be embodied, in order to meet demand on the search of ideal tolerate approach, in educational framework of contemporary societies’ formation. In this case, Valeriy Korepanov guesses a certain kind of synthesis, with enhanced (synergetic) effect, is relevant. In this context, we consider, meanwhile, practically fruitful religious and philosophical views when we build new tools and applications and believe they should work.

Ideal tolerate approach (in the framework of Cosmopolitanism), we are trying to search for in this paper, is certainly to bring together a constructive elements of very different positions, to generate a synergetic effect. Meanwhile, the challenge is that contemporary synergetics is often treated as a problem in itself.  To refer again to.the “Essays on synergistic social philosophy” of Oleg D. Agapov, we quote: “Undoubtedly, synergetics provides a large-format matrix to describe and explain the interaction between nature and society; however it does not work in the logic of the personal being [Note by Valeriy Korepanov]” [10]. That’s why, he writes: “It is no accident in the fact that critics of the synergetic approach point out that synergetics today serves as the ideology of globalism and anti-humanism” [10].
As a result, we contemplate a certain kind of paradox, or may be ‘a slight incompatibility’ of opposite views. That’s why, just because of this urgent necessity to reconcile different concepts aforementioned, we are focused on the concept of “Soleare Amoriasm’. We kindly propose just this concept as the ‘ideal tolerate’ one which ‘heartily’ address the issue of ‘sunny love’. May be, it would be too fondly and naively to think so, however, it’s a kind of our reality where one is to adapt to the strong conditions of life and, at the same time, compromize other views.
We’re living in a transition period of Post-Soviet Russia. None of us is going to accuse its commercial trend in reality, because of the constant impact of market economy orientation. Rigid capitalist positions where ‘being tolerant’ or ‘being cosmopolitan’ implicately means ‘being remunerative’ (for a concent of being refrained from expressing one’s negatively customized attention or torpidly configurated mind), are interwined and interlaced with our ideal viwes and values.

International social voluntary activities, along with the academic ones in the field of relevance (Economics, Global Banking and Finance, Arts, Youth Culture, etc.), are thought to increase our joint scientific & creative potential, applied research productivity, reciprocally boost cultural level of modern social (including those of Global Banking and Finance) processes understanding.
Concepts of “young energy” and development of the so-called “youth sciences” (or sciences about behaviour trends of youth generation) is due to my strong interest in performing the investigations, together with students being actively involved, taking into consideration my work experience (as a performer of modern dance styles) and vibrant interest in Youth Culture of our generation. A comparative approach to the culture of previous generation inevitably raises the question of ‘fathers and childrens’, traditional culture and youth sub-cultures.

A youth subculture incorporates a bright palitra of distinct styles, views, ‘tracks of thought’, ways of behaviors and interests. Its distinguished elements are revealed in fashion, beliefs, slang, speech dialects and relatively sustainable samples of actions. Particular music genres are correlated with a lot of youth subcultures, such as punks, emos, ravers, Juggalos, metalheads, goths, etc. A funk-genre is similar to people with various strata and background. Jazz is also familiarized with a set of cultural lays and is supposed, in our (subjective) opinion, to be much more awesome than the others.

The study of subcultures is surely to involve the approach of symbolism applicable to clothing, music, other visible  or implicated affections by members of the subculture, and also the ways in which these same symbols are interpreted by members of the dominant culture.
The issue about a ratio of traditional culture adaptability in the modern society is urgent by nowadays.. 

Philosophical problem of the study. Clash of the vectors in cultural relationships throughout a history (in retrospective, present and perspective) is considered. Relevant evidence and arguments in favor of the cultural succession interests and national positions definition, political strategy verification are treated in our opinion to become main elements in shaping of contemporary policy for youth culture, for ‘Next’ generation. Analysis of dynamics of the modern society to be carried out is an essential part of the integrative society formation process where the influence of decisions made up at a particular level on other elements continues to grow according to augmentation of entire system relations between states and nations in the constantly emerging cultural model of the world.

While getting an insight into the upcoming global events, one may state that dynamics of our days’ creative and informational life requires a synergetic concept application and creative human mind investments for the high value added goods (ecotourism, archeological search, IT advance, etc). So, a great technological advantage exists for the differentiation of creative economy and social growth of the intelligent ‘modern world regions’.

I also account for the impact of tourism (first of all, a social tourism branch), i.e. I mean world-wide touristic activities for a music (performances, events) should became a great component for ‘establishment’ (intelligent elite), as well as for creation a balance between cultures where music social tourism is to be in demand of world society. To this purpose, we propose a cheerleading concept, where the idea of business ‘funk tours’, academic opera festivals and so on, a set of cultural activities are to be binded in the whole (integral) system of holydays, journeys, scientific trips, music show, cheerleading.

Contemplating and analyzing the phenomenon of Tolerance in relation with those of Cosmopolitanism and Soleasm, we agree with Gustavo Lins Ribeiro: “Since its inception, cosmopolitanism has been a category marked by a need to negotiate with “others” and has reflected tensions between local and supralocal realities, ethnocentric and relativist perspectives, and particularism and universalism. Historically, cosmopolitanism has mirrored the ideologies of different periods and modes of integration to larger, imperial or global, political entities” [9].
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
